Please find enclosed the final Ofsted Report on the inspection undertaken on 11 and 12 January 2012.

The report identifies the many improvements that have taken place since the Academy was established in September 2009.

In relation to achievement, the report makes clear that “the progress learners make over time is improving in each key stage”.  There is also a recognition that there is “much that is good” in the quality of teaching and that, “behaviour has improved considerably over time”.  The report is specifically positive about bullying being “very rare and effectively dealt with” and the positive relationships our children and young people have with each other and with staff.

While there are many areas that have made real improvements, the good practice and achievements in the Academy are not yet consistent at all times and in everything we do.  It is therefore the job of the leadership team and governors at the Academy to ensure that we make further improvements at Appleton Academy to make sure that we are consistently good at all times.
